The United Nations Children’s Fund (UNICEF) in Kyrgyzstan, invites expressions of interest to look for potential construction companies for the following main item: 
· Construction of National Vaccine Warehouse in Bishkek. 
· Construction of City Vaccine Warehouse in Bishkek.

· Construction/Rehabilitation of medical and educational institutions.
UNICEF Kyrgyzstan is supporting the Ministry of Health (MoH) in its effort to Ensuring every child in Kyrgyzstan Republic with safe and effective vaccines is the fundamental basis in achieving the objectives of controlling immunization-preventable diseases. Strong supply chains, including reliable infrastructure, are a prerequisite to improving immunization coverage and equity, reducing child mortality.

To that aim, UNICEF Kyrgyzstan will construct National Vaccine Warehouse in Bishkek, Kyrgyzstan with the following details:
Construction of new 2 floor building of the National Vaccine Warehouse from the scratch as an independent built structure with the 900 sq m with: 

- Area for installation of Cold (+2 +8°C) and Freezing rooms (-15 -25°C)


- Dry storage area for consumables

- Ensuring safe storage of goods
- Storage area for flammable materials
- Unusable commodities storage area
- Administration room

- Parking place for offloading shipments

Construction of new 2 floor building of the City Vaccine Warehouse from the scratch as an independent built structure with the 120 sq m with: 

- Area for installation of Cold (+2 +8°C) and Freezing rooms (-15 -25°C)


- Dry storage area for consumables

- Ensuring safe storage of goods
- Storage area for flammable materials
- Unusable commodities storage area
- Administration room
- Parking place for offloading shipments
UNICEF remains committed to supporting the construction/renovation of medical facilities, schools, kindergartens, and other institutions, provided there are official requests and available funding.
Expressions of interest are invited from companies registered in Kyrgyzstan Republic. Interested companies must meet the criteria required to be eligible for construction activities.
Preference shall be accorded to construction firms demonstrating proven experience in the execution of the following categories of works:

· Construction of specialized facilities designed to accommodate cold storage and freezer installations;
· Construction of multi-storey buildings (two floors or more);
· Construction utilizing Structural Insulated Panels (SIP) technology;
· Renovation and repair work within medical and educational institutions.

General Requirement
This REOI will lead to a Request for Proposal (RFP) issued to eligible companies which will result in the establishment of Construction Contracts with successful vendors. Only shortlisted vendors will be contacted and thereafter included in the next RFP.
Submission of Expression of interest

Construction firms, interested in providing construction works to UNICEF, are required to complete and submit the Letter of Application for Pre-Qualification form and provide the information and supporting documents indicated in the form. 
The Form must be completed and returned to UNICEF through the email address: kir-tender@unicef.org before 16 February 2026, 17:00 local time, along with the substantiating documents incorporated in the Application for Pre-Qualification in sequence.

This REOI does not constitute a solicitation. UNICEF does not require bids or proposals at this stage; this request is merely seeking an expression of interest in participating in the tender.

A response to this Request for Expression of Interest does not automatically ensure that submitting companies will be selected to participate in the subsequent Request for Proposals.

UNICEF reserves the right to change or cancel the requirement at any time during the REOI and/or solicitation process. UNICEF also reserves the right to require compliance with additional conditions as and when issuing the final tender/RFPS document.

 Additionally, please note the following:

· UNICEF does not deal with construction firms who are non-compliant with the National Labour Laws and Regulations and with those who do not abide to ethical standards related to child Labour and landmines.

· UNICEF payment terms are after delivery.

· UNICEF prefers to collaborate with experienced construction firms and with those who have previous working experience with either UN or International Organizations.
Upon receipt and review of the documents, UNICEF officials shall only visit the premises of the construction firms who have submitted complete documentation and who meet the UNICEF criteria before considering them as potential construction firms.
